As we said,"iien a Signaler" means -“Notning to Report”. "#ort pour ia France"
stands for "Dead for France" and "Votez pour Moi" for "Vote for me', "Coleur
de la Mort" means "Tne Colour of Your Death" and "Chasse a 1'homme","Man~
hunting". -

WHAT ARE YOUR SONGS ABOUTZ

We write about & lot of different things. For example,2 songs on our EP are
about our fucking country;"Mort pour la France" and “Coleur de ta Mort", We try
to explain that to die for France is to die for nothing: The end of "Mort pour
1s France" is this: "If I am to die on the frontline,it will just be for me,.-
Thousands of men died for tnis country v. nazis in 1940 and today's people live
on this past (1ike englisn people do),seying that we are the mosi courageous
people in the world. They're ail wankers that helped the gerzians when they

were down here. We also have songs about drugs(we don't think it is a solution)
,religion(one of our songs is called "Krisuna Seet".). We also write pathetique
songe such as "Votez pour moi” which is a kind of R.A.S, manifesto, We don't
gpeak too much about police brutality because every band does it down here. We
don't believe in anarchy but it doean't mean that we belong to any fuckin’
party{except the "Wine Drinkers Party"!). -

WHAT 1S THE GENERAL MUSIC SCENE LIKES IN FRANCK?

It is much different from the english one. Down here people are not "music adict
g",they just copy english or american trends. The biggest problem is that we
don't have much in the way of labels,major or independant, The latest trend over
here is funk{New York rappers) and British bands such as Jo Boxers and Dexys.buil
the most popular music among young people is HM and old 60's bands.

It's very difficult finding gigs in France,especially if you're a punk or skin
band becausz of a bad reputation,but punk is getting more and more popular,frogs.
are always late compared with the english. The problem is that most french bands
just try and imitate the english ones and this leads to being much more violent
than them.Some of the french punx did not understand at all what punk really is.
People still stare at us in the sireet as if we were #Ts, There are more and
more good bands down here 3 VATICAN PANTX ,OBERCAMPF,L4& SOURIE DEGLINGUEE and the
best skin band ig called INFANTINE SAUVAGE. Bands if France are helped by the
thousands of radios we have in this country. Wek call them "free radios” {they
aren't pirate) and they often play independani records. Ourselves,wa have a
